Schmidt and Karleigh Franchino.

In addition to organizing another lemonade event on Aug. 25, the team is also
planning several other fundraising events, including a garage sale in Chino on Oct.
20 and another district-wide talent show in April 2008. Last year’s team raised over
$9,000, all of which was used to help renovate the rooms of four seriously ill children
whose families are among six currently being served by the foundation.

“A sick child winds up spending a lot of time in his or her bedroom, and being
able to go in and brighten up their rooms really has made a difference in these
families’ lives,” Mrs. Rosen said. The junior advisory team worked with Patrick
Interiors of Anaheim and Pendleton Construction, which also donated materials and
services for the renovations. The foundation also provides the families with other
services and support, such as home maintenance, medical supplies, clothing, school
supplies, groceries, and gas cards “to make it a little easier for them to weather the
storm” of coping with a seriously ill child.
